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INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR CITY OF HEMET 
 

Before a purchase order is authorized for services the City of Hemet requires a 

certificate of insurance including an underwriter’s endorsement prior to commencement 

of any work.   

 

The general liability policies are to include additional insured endorsements that contain 

the following provisions:   

 
1.  That the City of Hemet and its respective officers and employees are additional insureds 

under the policy;  
 
2. The policies are primary and non-contributory to any insurance that may be carried by CITY;  

 
3. The CITY is entitled to thirty (30) days’ prior written notice (10 days for cancellation due to 

non-payment of premium) of cancellation, material reduction, or non-renewal of the policy or 
policies. 

 
4.  The insurance shall be carried only by responsible insurance companies that have rated “A-

” and “V” or better by the A.M. Best Key Rating Guide, that are licensed to do business in 
the State of California.  CITY will accept insurance provided by non-admitted “surplus lines” 
carriers only if the carrier is authorized to do business in the State of California. 

 
 

Only the following “marked” requirements are applicable:  

 

__X Commercial General Liability (CGL): Insurance written on an occurrence basis to 
protect Vendor and CITY against liability or claims of liability which may arise out of this order 
in the amount of One million ($1,000,000) per occurrence and subject to an annual aggregate 
of Two million ($2,000,000). There shall be no endorsement or modification of the CGL 
limiting the scope of coverage for either insured vs. insured claims or contractual liability. All 
defense costs shall be outside the limits of the policy. 
 

__X____ Vehicle Liability Insurance:  Vendor shall also procure and shall maintain during 
the term of this order vehicle liability insurance in an amount not less than $1,000,000 for 
injuries, including accidental death, to any one person, and subject to the same minimum for 
each person, in an amount not less than $1,000,000 for each accident, and property damage 
insurance in an amount of not less than $1,000,000. 

 

_X____ Workers’ Compensation Insurance:  For all of Vendor’s employees who are 
subject to this order and to the extent required by applicable state or federal law, Vendor shall 
keep in full force and effect a Workers' Compensation policy. That policy shall provide a 
minimum of One million ($1,000,000) of employers' liability coverage, and Vendor shall provide 
an endorsement that the insurer waives the right of subrogation against the CITY and its 
respective elected officials, officers, employees, agents and representatives. In the event a 
claim under the provisions of the California Workers' Compensation Act is filed against CITY 
by a bona fide employee of Vendor participating under this Agreement, Vendor to defend and 
indemnify the CITY from such claim.
